MILK SUPPLY AND PRICE

December milk supply amounted to
3,592,609 litres which was a 13% increase
on December 2023. There was no change
to the base price. Our average constituents
for the month are 3.69% protein 4.67%
butterfat and our average price paid is
62.52 c/L, including 0.88c/L SCC bonus
and VAT @5.1%. Included in this month’s
milk statements is the FutureProof
sustainability bonus for 2024 and the
interim winter milk bonus payments.

New Product: Milk Solid Booster
Barryroe Co-op has trialled Devenish Milk
Solids Booster with a small quantity of
customers over a 6-month period in 2024
in dairy nuts.

+ As a result, the average kilos of milk
solids have risen by 36 kgs/cow.

+ The farms have seen a 0.4% increase
in milk butterfat and a 0.07% increase
in milk protein percentage.

Fertiliser planning on the farm for 2025

A key challenge for all farmers is to establish
exact fertiliser requirements and to ensure
maximum fertiliser efficiency is achieved
with all fertilisers applied on farms. With the
fertiliser register, it is vital that all farmers
plan their fertiliser usage correctly over
the coming year. It is therefore crucial that
farmers analyse the findings in any soil

reports they have taken over the previous
three years to help save money in 2025.

The importance of lime, phosphorus and
potassium are critical to ensure you have
excellent quality and quantity of grass on
your farms this year. High fertiliser prices
attributed to a reduction of phosphorus and

potassium applied on farms. Addressing
low index soils and maintaining the correct
nutrient status of soil will improve the
availability of nutrients and will allow savings
to be made on your farm.
